USTA PRO CIRCUIT WOMEN'S TENNIS COMES TO CHARLESTON AS A
$60,000 EVENT, CONCLUDES WOMEN'S ROLAND GARRQOS WILD CARD

CHALLENGE

The 60K LTP/Charleston is taking place in
Charleston for the first time as a $60,000 USTA
Pro Circuit event. Charleston has hosted other
women’s USTA Pro Circuit events, ranging in
prize money from $10,000 to $25,000, from
1985-87, as well as in 2015 and 2016.

Charleston is also the last of four consecutive
women’s clay-court tournaments (joining an
$80,000 event in Indian Harbour Beach, Fla.,
and $60,000 events in Dothan, Ala., and
Charlottesville, Va.) that are part of the Roland
Garros Wild Card Challenge, which will award
a men’s and women’s wild card into the 2017
French Open. Numerous men’s tournaments
are also taking place over the four weeks to
award a wild card.

The American man and American woman who
earn the most ATP and WTA ranking points
over the next four weeks will receive USTA
wild cards to compete in the main draws of
the French Open, which will be held Sunday,
May 28, to Sunday, June 11. Players who do
not receive direct entry into the French Open
are eligible for the wild cards. The USTA and
the French Tennis Federation have a reciprocal
agreement in which wild cards into the

2017 French Open and 2017 US Open are
exchanged.

e Top seed in Charleston; ranked No. 97 in
the world.

e Advanced to the quarterfinals in Auckland
this year, defeating Serena Williams in the
second round. Also competed in the 2017
Australian Open and won matches at the WTA
premier events in Miami and Indian Wells.

e Advanced to the third round of the 2016
Australian Open, falling to eventual champion
Angelique Kerber.

e Reached the semifinals in s’"Hertogenbosch,
Netherlands, and the quarterfinals of the WTA
event in Dubai in 2016, while also winning
her eighth USTA Pro Circuit singles title at the
$50,000 event in Osprey, Fla.

e Reached her first-ever WTA final in Hobart
in 2015 and then advanced to the fourth

Former junior No. 1 Taylor Townsend advanced
to the third round of the WTA event in Miami this
year and qualified for the 2016 US Open, where
she faced former world No. 1 Caroline Wozniacki
in the first round.
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round of the 2015 Australian Open—her career-best Grand Slam
result—upsetting Top 10 player Andrea Petkovic in the first round.

e Peaked at No. 35 in the world in May 2015.

e As a junior, won USTA wild card playoffs to earn entry into the
Australian Open (2007-08) and the French Open (2008).

e Climbed to No. 4 in the ITF World Junior Rankings in 2007 after
advancing to the girls’ singles finals at the Australian Open and
Wimbledon.

Taylor Townsend, 21, Atlanta

e |n 2017, qualified for the WTA event in Miami and advanced to the
third round.

e Made third consecutive appearance in the main draw of the French
Open in 2016 after winning the USTA Pro Circuit Roland Garros Wild
Card Challenge; also won the USTA Pro Circuit Roland Garros Wild

Card Challenge in 2014 and advanced to the third round of that year’s
French Open for her career-best Grand Slam result.

e Qualified for the 2016 US Open and faced Caroline Wozniacki in the first
round; also advanced to the women'’s doubles quarterfinals in New York.

e Holds three USTA Pro Circuit singles titles and 12 USTA Pro Circuit/
ITF Circuit doubles titles, including eight doubles titles in 2016—the
most of any player since 1987.

e Was the 2012 ITF World Junior Champion, becoming the first U.S.
girl to hold the year-end No. 1 junior ranking since Gretchen Rush in
1982; ascended to No. 1 by winning the Australian Open junior singles
and doubles titles, as well as the junior doubles titles at the US Open
and Wimbledon in 2012.

fall 2016.

e Advanced to the third round of the WTA event in Indian Wells in
2017 and also reached the singles final of the $25,000 USTA Pro
Circuit event in Rancho Santa Fe, Calif.

e Won the 2016 US Open girls’ singles title and shot to No. 1 in the
world junior rankings; also reached the semifinals of junior Wimbledon
in 2016.

e Also at the 2016 US Open, earned a wild card into the main draw
and won her first-round match over Madison Brengle in her Grand Slam
debut.

e Won her first career USTA Pro Circuit singles title in 2016 at the
$50,000 event in Macon, Ga.

e Moved from No. 998 in the rankings at the end of 2015 to No. 195
at the end of 2016.

e Helped lead the U.S. to a second-place finish on clay in Madrid at
the 2015 Junior Fed Cup finals.

e Served as a practice partner for the U.S. Fed Cup team in February
2017 for its first-round win over Germany in Maui.

Sofia Kenin, 18, Pembroke Pines, Fla.

e Won her first USTA Pro Circuit singles title at the $25,000 event in
Wesley Chapel, Fla., in January 2016 and then won the $50,000 event
in Sacramento, Calif., in July.

e Won the 2016 USTA Pro Circuit Wild Card Challenge to earn a wild
card into the 2016 US Open, facing eventual finalist Karolina Pliskova
in the first round.
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e |mproved from No. 620 at the end of 2015 to No. 212 at the end of
2016.

e Has reached the semifinals or better at four USTA Pro Circuit events
so farin 2017.

e Won the 2015 USTA Girls’ 18s national title to earn a wild-card berth
into the US Open women'’s singles draw for her first Grand Slam main
draw.

e As a junior player, reached the singles final at the 2015 US Open
Junior Championships, the semifinals at the 2016 junior US Open and
the quarterfinals at 2016 junior Wimbledon.

2016.

e Holds two USTA Pro Circuit singles titles ($10,000 Williamsburg,
Va., in 2011, and $25,000 Stillwater, Okla., in 2016).

e Has trained at Nick Bollettieri’s IMG Academy in Bradenton, Fla.

Caroline Dolehide, 18, Hinsdale, III.

e Won her first USTA Pro Circuit singles title in June 2016 at the
$10,000 event in Buffalo, N.Y.: also won her first career doubles title in
Buffalo.

e Won second career singles title this year at the $25,000 event in
Surprise, Ariz., as well as second doubles title at the $25,000 event in
Rancho Santa Fe, Calif.

e Advanced to the doubles final at the $100,000 USTA Pro Circuit
event in Midland, Mich., this year with fellow young American Kayla
Day.

e Ranked as high as No. 16 in the ITF World Junior Rankings.

training. Maria played at Penn and now works on Wall Street.

Maria Sanchez, 27, Los Angeles

e Has thrived in doubles and has competed in all four Grand Slam
tournaments in doubles, peaking at No. 56 in the world in doubles in
September 2016.

e Won a WTA doubles title in 2014 in Auckland, New Zealand, with
Sharon Fichman; also holds 18 USTA Pro Circuit/ITF Pro Circuit
doubles titles, including three titles in 2016.

e Peaked at No. 107 in the world in singles in July 2013.

e Also in 2013, made her debut in a Grand Slam main draw by earning
a wild card into the US Open.

e Was the No. 1-ranked collegian and an ITA All-American at the
University of Southern California, winning the 2011 USTA/ITA National
Indoor Intercollegiate Championship singles title.

e As a junior player, ranked No. 1 in the U.S. as a 16-year-old and No. 4
in the country as an 18-year-old.

Ronit Yurovsky, 23, New Kensington, Pa.

e Graduated in 2016 from the University of Michigan, where she was a
2016 All-American and received four All-Big Ten honors.

e Graduated No. 3 all-time in singles wins at Michigan, with 117.
e Earned four NCAA Singles Championship berths.
e Won two USTA Pro Circuit/ITF Pro Circuit doubles titles in 2016.
